Introduction

In accordance with the American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act and Pennsylvania Act 24 of 2021 (Act 24), the
Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) will award approximately $ 249,848,000 or five percent

The local assessments used to determine the need to address learning loss in the area of
reading are STAR 360 and curriculum based measures. Although many students across
groups showed skill gaps, we saw a particular need in our underrepresented groups. Our data
also indicated that students in grades K-3 were most impacted and students in grade 2
showed the greatest need for reading remediation.

Although many of our students typically make a year's worth of growth or more in a school
year, our 2021 PVAAS results indicate that a high percentage of at-risk readers did not make
a year's worth of growth. We also saw greater areas of need on our at-risk readers' curriculum
based measures and STAR 360 assessment data as a result of the school closure in the
spring of 2020.
